It has the potential to grow 
up to seven feet a year, yet it has the 
strength of a slower growing tree, so it 
will give shade sooner than I thought 
possible, yet still have a high 
probability of surviving some of these 
stronger storms we’ve witnessed. I’m 
looking forward to caring for these 
trees as they grow. More than that, I 
found my way into a joy that I didn’t 
have before. To be honest, I’ve never 
had to worry about planting trees in 
the past. I figured if I ever wanted a 
tree, I would just allow one of the 
many saplings to grow instead of 
mowing them down year after year. 
This is different. This is investing 
energy into preparing the space for 
planting, amending nutrient levels 
during the first few seasons, and being 
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that change can be good, the older 

that I get the more resistant I can 

become when the winds of change 

arrive! In those times I must remind 

myself that God has planned that we 

should prosper and grow as we 

surrender to Him and depend upon His 

provision and guidance.  What do the 

coming months hold in store for us as 

His children? How is He leading us into 

the plans that He has for us? I confess 

that I do not know but I trust that He 

does.  May we listen to His voice and 

His leading as we draw nearer to Him, 

prayerfully looking forward with 

grateful hearts to the coming season.
